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Re: The Procedure for a Daily Locomotive Inspection which is not in your control.
April 25, 2008

Please Read in its Entirety

In accordance with the Powder River General Notice #218, the following instructions are to be followed:

** At Ravenna

The inbound engineer will perform the Locomotive Daily Inspection of all units on the outbound train if their Hours of Service permits when a new calendar day has commenced during their tour of duty if the outbound train will depart within twenty (20) minutes. Outbound crews must position the train to allow the Inbound engineer to perform the Locomotive Daily Inspection process for the Remote Consist.
When inspecting a locomotive for a daily inspection which you are not operating i.e. the remote locomotive(s) of the train inbounded by you at your AFHT, provide as thorough a visual inspection as possible without placing yourself on top of, between, or under it.

You are to make an inspection from a position on the ground alongside the equipment. You can open the engine compartment doors to look for oil or water leaks, exhaust leaks, check the cooling water sight glass, and check the oil level as long as you do not step inside the engine compartment and you do nothing more than a visual check. The locomotive engineer can board the locomotive, position themselves in the cab for the purpose of checking lights, breakers, windshield wipers, horn, bell, push buttons to check for defects, note the Blue Card is in its proper receptacle, sign the Daily Inspection Card, and etc.
In Summation, Do Not Place Yourself in Harm’s Way! If during the visual inspection of the locomotive, you notice a probable non-complying defect, the outbound locomotive engineer operating the equipment is to be notified and they will be the person going on top of, between, or under for the purpose of gauging the defect i.e. large flat spot, chunked flange, traction motor cables/leads bared or excessively oily. 
Do Not Violate the Above Guidelines!

Do Not Test the Horn in Front of the Complex.
Once you have completed the Daily Locomotive Inspection as explained above – Place your signature, date, and time on the Daily Inspection Card.

Upon tying up at the appropriate terminal, Document the non-testing of the horn in addition to any other findings on the prescribed form.
