If you are an engineer or conductor working Short Around Turn/Hours of Service relief (HOS) service and you:

A. Relieve a road crew that has more than 2 hours left to work (be sure to ask)

 and,

B. The entire train is inside General Switching Limits (GSL)

GSL is Birdsell to the east, Letan to the south and the crossing at Ginn to the west. 

or,

C. Told to make a switching move and you are not on either your inbound or outbound train

then,

D. Use claim code 73 to claim a basic day on your working ticket. When doing this make sure you document all the information listed below to support this claim on the ticket 

and,

E. Make copies so you can forward them on to the LCA along with a grievance form for processing in case a decline is generated by the carrier.

Information needed to support this claim:

· Trainmaster that authorized move
· Crew Relieved
· Location Relieved
· Time Crew was Called and Expiration of HOS
· Train ID
· Lead Engine Number
Also, remember: 
1. Contact the Trainmaster for his/her approval and include their name, when, where, and who you relieved, on your claim.  The above also applies to 2B claims.
2. Hostling power from a yarded train to a power receiving track does not constitute payment since it is part of your train. 

3. If you are required to go to Swepco or Progress Rail to pull a train out of either car repair facility and yard into the Alliance Terminal, claim a payment under these same provisions as this is not HOS work but Switch Engine work within General Switching Limits.
